TEST METHOD

APPARATUS The following apparatus is required.

A supply of water to achieve the required temperatures and pressures.

Thermocouples.

Pressure gauges.

PROCEDURE

NOTE: The water used for the test shall have hardness of 275 + 25 ppm of calcium carbonate.

The procedure shall be as follows:

1) Mount the device in the test rig as shown in Figure 5.
) Fill the device and pipework with water.
?3) Apply a static pressure of 3 bar + 0.5 bar both upstream and downstream of the device.

4) Maintain this pressure downstream of the device for 90 + 1days and at a water temperature of 65°C + 5°C.

ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA

The relief valve shall not leak throughout the duration of the test.

Upon completion of the test, without replacement of any component parts, the device shall be capable of meeting the
performance tests as detailed in TCS 1111.18, 1111.19, 2212.11 and 1511.1.
