4. TEST PROCEDURE
4.1 Tests applicable to the following fittings:-
A PANEL OF A SECTIONAL (NON-INSULATED) GLASS FIBRE REINFORCED PLASTICS CISTERNS, FOR
COLD WATER STORAGE
(A) METHOD OF TEST FOR IMPACT RESISTANCE
(Derived from BS 7491: Part 3)
Apparatus
An impacting mass of 1kg (£ 0.1kg) with a hemi-spherical lower surface of diameter 50mm (x 2mm).
A horizontal support, to enable the periphery of the panel to be supported.
TEST METHOD
Bolt the panel horizontally on to its panel support.
Note: The panel may be restrained where appropriate in a manner simulative of the method of installation.
Drop the impacting mass vertically from a height of 2m (+ 0.01) into the centre of the panel. Observe and record if the
panel suffers any cracking. Repeat with two further panels.
5. CRITERIA

There shall be no visible indication of damage to the fittings as a result of the above test.
