(A) AUTOMATIC URINAL FLUSHING CISTERNS 
 
 TEST METHOD 
 
 Establish, by operational tests as necessary, the vertical distance between the spill-over level of the top of the cistern   
 and the highest level that can be reached by the water in the cistern before siphonage commences. 
 
5. ACCEPTANCE CRITERIA 
 
 The vertical distance established shall be not less than 25mm.  The fitting shall also meet the acceptance criteria of
